Background: The South Florida Ecosystem Restoration Task Force (Task Force) was established by Congress in 1996 to ensure consistent strategies among all the partners working towards Everglades restoration.  The Task Force is required to meet at least twice a year.  This meeting will be the third and final meeting of the Task Force in 2012.  At such regular meetings of the Task Force, staff and member agencies update matters previously presented to the Task Force, report back on direction issued by the Task Force and brief the Task Force on new or emerging issues relevant to Everglades Restoration.

The Task Force will also be provided a presentation on the National Research Council report “Progress Toward Restoring the Everglades, The Fourth Biennial Review, 2012”.
